It is always better to have an idea of what could be asked -
and be prepared - then to be caught off guard and surprised in the judges’
interview. To help you prepare to be at your very best in your interviews, we
have included questions for any level or type of pageant — from local pageants
fo international competitions, from teen beauty pageants to college scholarship

pageants.

We have provided a broad range of interview questions within this book - from
the very easy to the extremely challenging. We realize that some of them are

exceptionally difficult fo answer. If you are a newcomer to pageants, don't let
the more difficult questions unnerve you or make you uneasy about starting to
compete. The difficulty of questions you could be asked depends on both the
type of pageant (beauty versus scholarship) and level of competition (local to

international) in which you are competing.
Here are some guidelines:

e Judgesin local and regional pageants, and pageants focusing on
beauty and personality, usually ask easier questions. They usually focus
on questions about you — your likes, your dislikes, your personality, your

hobbies, your college major, and the like.

e Judges in scholarship pageants, pageants with academic achievement
categories, and national or international pageants ask the more difficult
types of questions included in this book. Their objective is to find an
intelligent, knowledgeable, articulate titleholder... and asking fough
guestions helps them to separate the average contestants from the top-
flight contestant to distinguish their winner. Of course, you will want to be

in that second group!
